Computer Tech Peripherals Movie Project, Part 2 – Storyboard
After doing the research for your movie project, the next step is a storyboard.  Your movie should include at least 15 frames.  Use the storyboard layout below to decide what will go in each frame. 

The storyboard is your “rough draft”.  Type in what will go in each frame.  You don’t have to insert pictures, just tell what the pictures and video are and where they will go.  

The first frame should be the title of your movie and the last slide should be the credits/sources.  The frames in between should tell what peripherals are (your introduction) and tell about each of the (3) peripherals you have chosen, including text, pictures, and video.

For each peripheral include:

· the kind of device

· who created it

· when it was first used
· other fact(s)

· picture of early version

· picture of modern version

· video 

The videos are available on the COMMON DRIVE(COMPUTER TECH folder(PERIPHERALS VIDEOS.  Find at least one video for one of your 3 peripherals and save it in your project folder.  Decide which frame the video should go in and type in the name of the video.
Save your work.  Print your storyboard with your name and period in the header (VIEW(HEADER & FOOTER) when it is finished.
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
