Wreath pick-up day will be Saturday, November 22nd.  All money must be turned-in to your Den Leader by the Tuesday December 9th Pack Meeting.

Scout Sales Goals: We cannot have a successful sale without your help and support.  To meet our goal, each Scout needs to sell at least a total of fifteen 25” wreaths and swags which will generate $125 in profit for the Pack.  To meet our stretch goal, each Scout needs to sell eighteen 25” wreaths and swags.
