Kay Fukushima, of Sacramento, California, was elected to
serve as president of The International Association of Lions
Clubs at the association’s 85th International Convention in

Osaka, Japan, July 8-12, 2002.
Past President Fukushima is in the insurance industry.

A member of the Sacramento Senator Lions Club since
1965, PIP Fukushima has held many positions within the
association, including club president, zone chairperson,
deputy district governor, district governor in 1978-79 and
vice chairperson of MD 4 (California and Nevada). He
served as an international director on the association’s
board of directors from 1986-88. PIP Fukushima was a
member of the USA/Canada Lions Leadership Forum
Planning Committee from 1988-91 and is the author of the
forum operational manual. He also served as a DGE school
group leader form 199499 and as a member of the original
Leadership Institute Faculty from 199497, the first 3 yrs.
Of the institute. Additionally, he served as general conven-
tion chairperson in 1988, Denver, Co. and made many
major changes to the convention. He also was an original
member of the North American Membership Committee.

PIP Fukushima has received numerous awards in recogni-
tion of his service to the association, including life member-
ship, the 100% Club President Award, the 100% DG
Award. 3 Extension Awards, 4 Lion of the Year awards, a
Mater Key Award, 4 International President Leadership
Medals, 8 Presidential Certificates of Appreciation, 11
Presidential Medals and the Ambassador of Good Will
Award, the highest honor the association bestows upon its
members. He is also a Progressive Helen Keller Fellow and
a Progressive Melvin Jones Fellow.

In addition to his Lions Activities, PIP Fukushima is in-
volved with the Sacramento Zoo and a number of commu-
nity youth recreation programs. He is also active in various
professional associations.

The familiar white cane with a red band at the bottom is used by
blind and visually impaired persons in many countries.

* Lions help to increase awareness of the use of the white cane and laws
governing its use. Specific days or weeks may be designated for white
cane events worldwide. During these times Lions help to educate the
public about the aspirations, hopes and abilities of people who are
blind or visually impaired.

International Event
In 1970, the President of the International Federation of the Blind declared October 15 as
"International White Cane Safety Day."

USA Event
e Asaresult of a 1964 congressional resolution, the President of the United States annually
issues a proclamation designating October 15th as "National White Cane Safety Day."
o The National Federation of the Blind, a leading organization for the blind, has established
the third week in May as "White Cane Week."

Canadian Event

In 1946, the Canadian Council of the Blind designated the first week in February as "White
Cane Week." Each year a theme is chosen to focus public attention on a facet of blindness and
visual impairment. White Cane Week in Canada has become a national network of special
events and hands-on demonstrations.

Note: The above referenced are suggested dates. Clubs may determine the dates best suited to
their community and the club's schedule.

Symbol of Blindness

While the White Cane is commonly accepted as a ""symbol of blindness™, various countries have
different rules concerning what constitutes a cane for the blind. In the United Kingdom, for
example, the White Cane is recognized as being used by visually impaired persons; if the cane
has two red bands added, it indicates that the user is deaf-blind. In some areas, the cane is
yellow.

In the United States, laws vary from state to state, but in all cases, those carrying white canes are
afforded the right of way when crossing a road and when in a public place.

Lions White Cane Awareness Projects
In their efforts to advocate for people who are blind or visually impaired or deaf-blind, Lions
clubs may:
e oOrganize an event that emphasizes equal capabilities and talents of people who are blind,
visually impaired or deaf-blind. Special themes may be chosen to focus public attention
on a facet of blindness and visual impairment; continued on page 7

Log in and select the Club
link at the top yellow bar. Then select Reports from the top red bar. Then you will see a Membership
Cards report. Select that and it allows you to print one, several or all of your member’s cards. It
generates a report with all the names you selected. All you need to do is print the report on business
card stock, sign them and you are done. | know | have spent hours trying to line up the old blank cards
in my printer and even then the names, club name and dates are usually not lined up and print a little bit
off.
