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Diabetes Awareness swmited by Lion Bob Homan

Why YOUR Club needs to support Diabetes Awareness?

e |t affects so many: 18.2 million people - 6.3% of the population - have diabetes. Look around — if you

see 30 people, 3 of them have Diabetes, but one doesn’t know it. And the number is increasing!!
o0 Diagnosed: 13 million people  Undiagnosed: 5.2 million people
0 Men: 8.7 million. 8.7% of all men aged 20 years or older have diabetes.
o Women: 9.3 million. 8.7% of all women aged 20 years or older have diabetes.

e Diabetes is the leading cause of new cases of blindness among adults 20-74 years old. Diabetic
retinopathy causes from 12,000 to 24,000 new cases of blindness each year.

e Cost of diabetes in the United States, 2002 (direct and indirect): $132 billion Type 2 diabetes was
previously called non-insulin-dependent diabetes mellitus (NIDDM) or adult-onset diabetes. Type 2
diabetes may account for about 90% to 95% of all diagnosed cases of diabetes. It usually begins as
insulin resistance, a disorder in which the cells do not use insulin properly. As the need for insulin rises,
the pancreas gradually loses its ability to produce insulin.

e Inthe United States, diabetes is responsible for 8% of legal blindness, making it the leading cause of new
cases of blindness in adults 20-74 years of age. Each year, between 12,000 to 24,000 people lose their
sight because of diabetes. Diabetic retinopathy is a term used for all the abnormalities of the small blood
vessels of the retina caused by diabetes, such as weakening of blood vessel walls or leakage from blood
vessels.

o Nearly all patients who have type 1 diabetes for about 20 years will have evidence of diabetic
retinopathy.

e Up to 21% of people with type 2 diabetes have retinopathy when they are first diagnosed with diabetes,
and most will eventually develop some degree of retinopathy.

e Glaucoma, cataract, and corneal disease are more common in people with diabetes and contribute to the
high rate of blindness.

Can diabetes-related vision problems be prevented?
The key to preventing diabetes-related eye problems is good control of blood glucose levels, a healthy diet
and good eye care. Critical to this is diagnosis.

Diabetes Awareness encourages people to seek treatment if they are at risk. Your club can be a key team
member. It costs your club nothing but time!

A copy of the IRS
form must be attached. ALL clubs must be registered with the Office of the
Attorney General under the Charitable Trust and Solicitation for Charity Act.

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District Governor Visits Leader Dog for the Blind somite

District Governor Stan Schmidt and Cora visited the Leader Dog School for the Blind in Rochester,
Michigan this past week. Governor Stan and Cora were guests of the school along with other district governors
and vice district governors from other states. Leader Dog for the Blind is known throughout the world for its
thinking and innovation in the dog guide field. Leader Dogs for the Blind was the first dog guide school in
North America to hold a dedicated program to train dog guides for those who are deaf and blind.

The school was founded in 1939 by three lions Club members who saw the need and wanted to help those with
vision and hearing impairments.

Since the founding of the dog guide school classes include: learning to travel safely with a white cane,
how to use a GPS talking navigational tool and summer camps for youth. Leader Dogs for the Blind is a non-
profit organization that has been providing independent travel to the blind community through the use of
Leader Dogs. Over the past 70 years the school has provided independent mobility to more than 14,000
visually impaired individuals. The dog guide class is a 26-day live-in training program located in Rochester
Hills, Michigan. The school trains adult dogs to bring increased safety and independent mobility to blind and
visually impaired individuals. Instructors go to great lengths to match students with dogs that fit their
personality, needs and lifestyles. Students and their dog are taught to work together through verbal commands,
hand signals, and a special dog harness. When the student and dog leave the school they have an experience of
independence and safety as they can enjoy every day activities, such as boarding a bus, shopping in a mall or
crossing the street.

Stan and Cora were able to tour the area where the dogs are trained. The facility includes kennel areas,
observation areas, bathing area, veterinarian/hospital services, and student housing. They also were able to
meet and hear stories from students who received training and dogs from the school. Instructors and school
personal presented the program.

Leader Dogs for the Blind is a non-profit organization that provides independent travel to the blind
community through the use of leader Dogs. The cost to train a dog is $38,000 plus $900.00 for the GPS
program that was started in April of 2009. The dogs are provided completely free to qualified individuals,
including travel and 26 days of room and board. Leader Dogs for the Blind is funded by donations from Lions
Club members, individuals, foundations and corporations dedicated to community service. Volunteer Puppy
Raisers are an important program to the Leader Dog School. These volunteers teach the puppies house
manners, basic obedience and expose them to the world. These volunteers generously take puppies to their
homes and provide them with health care, food and life experiences. There are about 400 puppies in 22 states
and Canada growing up and learning about the world around them. The exposure that the puppy raisers
provide is an intricate part of the dog's extensive training needed to become a Leader Dog.
