A Membership Question:

Here they are! These nine Lions had just completed their first 1-
CN Training at New Baden, May 31, 2009. There actually were ten
first timers, but the tenth was getting initiated at the time the picture
was taken. Each of these Lions received a graduation pin which Lion
Jim has always presented.

It was my privilege to present the program this year. My thanks
to Governor Stan for allowing me to do this. Forty-seven signed the
attendance sheet. There were secretaries, tail twisters, treasurers,
Presidents, vice-presidents, directors, Lion tamers, zone chairs and
guests. Each attendee was asked to complete a five-question survey:
club & office, why he/she attended, a question to be answered, a goal
for the year and length of time as a Lion. The range of experience was
wide:

several 1 year or less, a few under 10 years, quite a few 10 — 30 years and a dozen in the 30 + category.
There were two signed up with over 40 years membership! Only one person, not a member, filled out the
survey. Quite a challenge to present a program which could offer something to each of these diverse
populations. One can only hope that there was something for everyone.

Number 3 on the survey, “One question 1’d like to ask”, is the subject of this article. Here are three:
(1) “What activities can we do for new young people”? (2) “How can we get people more involved”? (3)
“How to get younger people to join”? These questions came from members with 18, 21 and 35 years
experience.

Certain assumptions are in order. First, let’s assume that having young people in your club is a good thing!
Energy, enthusiasm, ambition, impatience and optimism can intimidate ‘old” members who have come to
expect their comfort zone won’t be disturbed. Second, young people expect to see action. They may not
want to chair a committee, but they are anxious to get to work. So, old timer, (1) assign a meaningful task to
your young Lion and then get out of the way and watch the action. Be sure the youngster understands the
value of the assignment, provide whatever resources are necessary and reward the effort, (2) give the young
Lion opportunity to contribute to planning, goal setting, brain-storming, decision making activities. Resist
comments such as, “We tried that in ’05 and it didn’t work”. “We’ve always done it this way and that is all
there is to that story”. There is no surer way to drive a YOUNG Lion out of the Pride than to belittle his/her
ideas. Young people expect, and deserve, respect and this includes giving them the chance to contribute.
Lion Presidents would be well advised to allow the Young Lion’s thoughts to be given a chance to work.
Something that didn’t work in the past, just might be waiting for a new perspective to become significantly
successful for your club.

Three questions: activities, involvement, join — can’t be conclusively answered here, but a simple
thought should be offered (and this is nothing but a true Clemen-ism!): “Invite a young person to volunteer
for a Lion’s club project, Candy Day, or refreshment night at Camp Lions”. “Talk to a young Lion to see
what he/she might consider important about being a member”. *“Ask the young Lion to participate in club
activities and give opportunity for suggestions”. Old guys — No sour grapes!

LIONS INTERNATIONAL PEACE POSTER CONTEST RULES

A kit must be purchased for each contest sponsored. Each kit includes a sticker to be placed on the
back of the winning poster prior to forwarding it to the next level of judging. Entries not featuring an
official sticker on the back or meeting the rules listed below will be disqualified.

Only a Lions club can sponsor the contest in a local school(s) or organized, sponsored youth
group(s), such as YMCA programs, Boys & Girls Clubs, Scouts, etc. A Lioness club can sponsor the
contest through its sponsoring Lions club. Note: The contest cannot be held in youth groups that a Lions
club sponsors, such as a Leo club or Scout unit. However, individual members of those groups (such as
Leos or Scouts) may participate if the contest is held at their school or other organized youth group.

Contest is open to students who will be 11, 12 or 13 years of age on November 15. Eligible
birthdates can be found under the Contest Rules & Conditions found in the Peace Poster kit.

Artwork must be no smaller than 13 inches by 20 inches (33 centimeters by 50 centimeters) and no larger
than 20 inches by 24 inches (50 centimeters by 60 centimeters). Do not mat or frame artwork.

Only one entry per student and each entry must be the work of only one student. All artwork must
be the individual student’s original creation. Duplications are not accepted. All media are accepted. Note:
Chalk, charcoal and pastel entries should be sealed with a fixative spray to prevent smearing. Do not
laminate entries. Three-dimensional entries will not be accepted. Nothing may be glued, stapled or attached
to the artwork in any way.

The use of lettering or numbering on the front of the poster, in any language, is not allowed.
All artist signatures or initials should be written on the back of the poster.

Artwork should be done on a flexible material, so it can be rolled for shipping in a mailing tube. Do
not fold poster.

Participants accept all responsibility for late, lost, misdirected or illegible entries. Entries sent
with insufficient postage will be disqualified. Lions Clubs International is not responsible for entries
damaged, destroyed or lost during the judging process. Entries cannot be acknowledged or returned;
they become property of Lions Clubs International upon receipt. Peace Poster Contest images cannot
be used without written permission from Lions Clubs International.

In consideration for the opportunity to enter the Peace Poster Contest, participants agree to
allow Lions Clubs International to use their names and photographs for promotional and publicity
purposes. In addition, the international grand prize winner, two family members (one being a parent
or legal guardian) and the sponsoring club president or a club member (as designated by the
sponsoring club president) are required to attend the award ceremony at Lions Day with the United
Nations in New York City, New York, USA (subject to change). An international grand-prize winner
is not eligible to receive subsequent prizes in future Peace Poster contests sponsored by Lions Clubs
International. By entering, participants agree to be bound by these rules and the decisions of the
judges and Lions Clubs International.

Lions Clubs International may cancel the contest without notice at any time. The contest is
void where prohibited, taxed or restricted by law.

Ordering Peace Poster Contest Kits

Lions clubs interested in sponsoring the Lions International Peace Poster Contest can order a Peace Poster Contest kit (PPK-1) from the
Club Supplies Sales Department at International Headquarters. The cost of the kit is US$9.95 plus shipping, handling and applicable
taxes. The kit is available in all 11 of our official languages. Lions clubs must purchase a kit for each contest sponsored. Each kit contains:

2008-09 Grand Prize Winner

Each year, Lions clubs around the world proudly sponsor the Lions International Peace Poster Contest in local schools and youth groups.
This Contest encourages young people worldwide to artistically express their visions of peace.

The theme of the 2009-10 Peace Poster Contest is *"The Power of Peace.” Students, ages 11, 12 or 13 on November 15, are eligible to
participate.

Promoting the Arts

Each year's contest consists of an original theme incorporating peace. Participants use a variety of mediums, including charcoal, crayon,
pencil and paint, to express the theme. The works created are unique and express the young artists' life experiences and culture.

Spreading Peace and International Understanding

Twenty-four international finalists are selected each year, representing the work of more than 350,000 young participants worldwide.
Posters are shared globally via the Internet, the media and exhibits around the world.

Judging
Each poster is judged on originality, artistic merit and expression of the theme.

Posters advance through several judging levels: local, district, multiple district and international. At the international level, judges from
the art, peace, youth, education and media communities select one grand prize winner and 23 merit award winners.

Awards

International winners will be notified on or before February 1.

« One international grand prize winner will receive a trip to a special award ceremony with the sponsoring club president and two family
members at Lions Day with the United Nations in New York City, New York, USA (subject to change). During the ceremony, the winning
artist will receive an engraved plaque and a cash prize of US$2,500.

o Each of the 23 merit award winners will receive a cash award of US$500 and a certificate of achievement.

Past Winners

Past Peace Poster Contest grand prize winners have come from Brazil, Guadeloupe, Hong Kong, Indonesia, Italy, Japan, Lebanon,
Malaysia, Martinique, Peru, Philippines, South Africa, Thailand, Turkey and the United States.
