


6. TACKLE AND EQUIPMENT:

Only artificial lures may be used. Pork Rinds, scents and artificial
baits, including preserved live bait parts, i.e. chummin minnows may be used.
You may fish with only one rod at a time; maximum permitted rod length is 8
feet. Electric depth finders and graphs are permitted.

7. BOAT AND MOTOR:

a. Each boat must have a U.S. Coast Guard horsepower rating plate
attached to the boat by the manufacturer. The horsepower of the outboard
engine must not exceed the rating specified on this rating plate.

b. Fishing boats may be used that are 14 feet or more in length. A
small motor, gas or electric, may be used for slow maneuvering. Trolling as a
"method of fishing is prohibited. It having been determined that boats
equipped with stickstearing present greater than normal hazards, no boat so
equipped shall be permitted to be used during tournament hours by any
competitor.

c. Each boat must have all required coast guard safety equipment. It
must have a live well, properly airated, to adequately maintain a live a limit
catch of bass by both fisherman using the boat; portable live wells may be
used,

8. BOAT OPERATIONS AND EXPENSE:

A full discussion should be held between the two partners prior to
departure as to the schedule of boat operations. This schedule must permit
each partner equal time to fish from the front of the boat and to operate the
trolling motor, so as to afford each partner the opportunity to fish his
selected waters an equal number of hours. Distance traveled to fishing
locations must be considered in order not to deprive either contestant fishing
time while traveling to and from fishing waters. In the event that one
contestant elects not to operate the boat, and such election is satisfactory
to his partner, the contestant waiving his right to operate the boat shall
still have the right to choose the fishing spots one-half of the time. Any
contestant found operating the boat in an obnoxious and deliberate manmer to
handicap his partner or other contestants shall be disqualified. A coin toss
shall determine the order of boat operations between paired contestants. The
contestant who is operating the boat shall have the privilege of selecting the
route and fishing water.

The partner who does not own the boat shall pay the owning partner $10.00
per day to defray expenses of operation.

9. PERMITTED FISHING LOCATIONS:

Tournament waters shall be established by the club at the same time as
the tournament lakes are selected. The tournament director shall inform all
contestants of tournament waters prior to blast off on the day of each
tournament.,



Fishing on tournament waters is permitted anywhere except within 50 yards
of another competitors' boat which was first anchored and which has all
trolling motors out of the water. No such anchored boat shall permit selected
competitors to fish within the 50 yard circle claimed by him, to the exclusion

of any other competitor.

All angeling must be done from the boat. Competitors wishing to change
fish habitat by placing any object in the tournament waters may do so if such
action does not violate state and federal regulations. Contestants must not
depart their boat to land fish. All boats must remain in tournament waters
during the tournament day. Contestants must leave and return to the official
check point by boat. Both competitors must remain in the boat at all times
except in dire emergencies. Dire emergencies include but are not limited to
life threatening situations caused by inclement weather and the need for
elimination of body wastes. In all instances of dire emergencies, other than
the two previously mentioned, competitors may move from their boat to a boat
operated by other competitors or a rescue boat. Partners must remain together
at all times, in sight of each other and each others catch under the
conditions cited above, in order for the catch of that day to be scored in the
tournament. Trailering of boats during tournament hours is prohibited.

In the case of the development of life threatening weather, competitors
may seek shelter at the closest off water site. Competitors shall return to
the water as soon as the life threatening situation has passed.

If a competitor must violate any of the above conditions due to an
emergency or any other reason, his catch of that day shall not be counted in
the tournament.

10. LAKE HEADQUARTERS:

Lake headquarters shall be designated by the tournament director and the
recommendation of the lakes committee on a per tournament basis. All
fishermen must start and end each tournament day at this point. The official
weigh-in station shall be located at the lake headquarters.

11, TOURNAMENT HOURS:

Fishing hours shall be from 8:00 a.m. to 4:00 p.m. with no break on the
scheduled day of the tournament, except as otherwise established by a majority
vote of those members fishing a particular tournament, taken at least three
days prior to said tournament. On the morning of a tournament, the tournament
director may call for an earlier starting time if all those fishing the
tournament consent.

12, LATE PENALTY:

Contestants who are not in the official docking area on time shall be
penalized 5 percent of total weight, including any lunker award bass for each
one minute he is late. A contestant checking in at the dock more than 15
minutes late shall lose all credit for that day. Boat and/or motor trouble



or other problems will not be an excuse for tardiness. In no case shall tardy
contestants be allowed to make up the lost time. Each contestant will be
given ample time to proceed directly from the dock to the official weigh in
station.

For safety and courtesy, any competitor who leaves the lake prior to the
scheduled weigh-in should inform another competitor of that fact.

13, SCORING:

Scoring will be determined on a point system. Heaviest catch of bass
will get 40 points, second heaviest 39, and so one until all bass are weighed.
Contestants will be penalized 2 ounces for each dead fish weighed in. Six
bass is a catch limit. Only black bass, large-mouth, spotted, red eye or
small-mouth will be weighed. During the tournament day each contestant must
keep his fish separate from that of his partner. At no time shall any
contestant have more than 6 bass in his possession. A bass will not be
counted or weighed unless it is a minimum of 12 inches in length.

Each contestant must present his own catch to the weigh-in station. Once
the contestant has given his catch to the tournament director, the tournament
director shall have sole control over the catch until the catch has been
weighed in. Any fish presented to the tournament director for weigh-in which
is less than 12 inches in length shall not be weighed-in. As an additional
penalty, the competitor who presents the short fish for weigh-in shall also
lose the weight of his lunker. Any bass that appears to be mangled, mashed or
mauled will be measured and credited only at the discretion of the tournament
director. '

14, TIES:

In case of a tournament tie, first place will be awarded to the
contestant with the lunker bass. Should this method not resolve the tie,
first place shall be decided by a flip of a coin. The title of Mr. Bass shall
be awarded to the club member with the highest tournament points. In case of
a tie, Mr, Bass shall be determined as follows:

a. Total weight from 5 out of 6 tournaments of the season;

b. Total number of fish caught in 5 out of 6 tournaments of the season;

c. The lunker bass from 5 out of 6 tournaments of the season;

d. Flip of the coin.

15. CONTESTANTS PAIR OFF:

Fishing partners shall be determined by a random drawing of names to take

place on the Friday of the week preceding tournament, at 12 noon, at a place

designated by the tournament director. If possible, no two people without
boats will have to fish together. No contestant shall be considered a

"no boat" if he has a boat meeting the minimum requirements of these rules and
a manner in which to transport the same. No two people will fish alone during
a tournament nor will two people fish more than once together in tournaments
in one fishing season within the club, unless their partners could not make
the tournament. In the event two drawn competitors fail to show for a
tournament, the tournament director shall pair those contestants whose partner
has not shown up for the tournament. This pairing could result in an
exception to the rule that no two people will fish more than one tournament
together in one season.

It is suggested that the partners meet at least 35 minutes before
check-in time at lake headquarters. When two contestants check in at the
beginning of the day, they must stay together and in sight of each other and
each others fish throughout the day until their weigh-in time is completed. A
contestant must not allow any bass caught by him to be counted on the score of

" another contestant. Ia such case, both contestants will be disqualified from

the tournament.

Tournament partners are determined by random drawing. Any club member
refusing to fish with his drawn partner shall be disqualified from the
tournament.

16. CONTESTANTS--PAIR OFF--NEWCOMERS:

For the first scheduled tournament of the year, club members who have not
belonged to the club during the prior fishing season and who have not
previously fished an organized bass tournament shall be paired with a club
member who has fished at least one prior club tournament. This rule applies
only to the first scheduled club tournament of the season.

17. INTERPRETATION:

Interpretation of these rules shall be left exclusively to the tournament
director and rules committee. Their decision shall be final in all matters.

18. DETERMINATION OF TOURNAMENT LAKES:

The lakes committee shall propose to the club the names of lakes to be
fished for the upcoming season. At the meeting that said lakes are proposed,
the club members present, by a majority vote, shall select the lakes to be"
fished during the upcoming season. The selection of said lakes may be changed
by a majority vote of the club members present at the next club meeting.
Thereafter, lakes previously selected for the upcoming season shall be changed
only upon the affiramtive vote of 90 percent of those members of the club who
have paild their club dues in full; said vote shall be taken only at a
regularly scheduled meeting of the club,

19. GENERAL DISQUAIFICATION:

Violation of state laws, rules or regulations during tournament hours
shall result in immediate disqualification.
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
