Topic: 

The topic of this research paper should be on the use of a new or existing material in a new or unique way. This can be a material we talked about in class, one you have read about, a material you work with or just one you are interested in. It could also look at a new or unique way of forming or processing a material. I am very open here and if you have a topic you are interested in but are not sure if it meets the criteria, come ask me.

Format:

This research paper must be at least two pages in length, which means at least two pages of text not including pictures, tables, or diagrams. It should also include both a work cited page and a title page (with a title, your name, the date and the class). I expect at least 3 references from books, periodicals, or the Internet. At least one of your references MUST be from a periodical. These references must be listed on a work-sited page and referenced in the body of the paper. The format for noting the references is up to you but it should be a standard method (e.g. numbering the references, footnoting, etc.). With the title page, two pages of text and the work-sited page, the paper should be at least 4 pages all together. The paper is to be single spaced, 12pt font, with normal margins (no more then 1.25”). Please have someone else proofread your paper before you submit it. The paper will be worth 100 points.
