It is cold for late September as I write this article.
Outside my window (and probably outside yours
as well), I can see a hint of the vibrant colors that
are soon to come. The wind is howling so loudly,
that it feels a bit like a winter day. All these things
remind me of the change that is coming. I don’t
know what kind of winter we will have, but I
know it will get colder than it is today. I know that
at least a little snow will come. And for that reason,
I know there are many things I need to do. There is
yard work to be done, and I have to clean out the
garage so we can get our cars off the street. Inside
the house there is work to be done in the basement,
and the windows need to be sealed. Are there
things I need to do differently now that there is a
little one in the house? So much preparation! So
little time!

Our life is full of spiritual changes. Each new
day, new opportunity, or changing circumstance
can put different pressures and stresses on our
spiritual life. Perhaps the summer months pre-
sented a temptation to go out with friends and
drink to excess, while the winter months heap
added sexual temptation on your relationship, be-
cause “It’s just too cold to go out.” Maybe the lone-
liness of one time of year leads into another time
when you long for some time by yourself. We do
well to assess our spiritual needs, just like we
might assess the needs of our home as winter ap-
proaches. Do you have a need for God’s strength in
temptation? Do you need the reminder of God’s
continued presence in your lonliness? Does a
school year of non-stop schedules demand the
spiritual rest you receive on Sunday morning?

If that much preparation is necessary for the
changes of life that roll around every year, how much
more preparation is necessary for those changes of life
that might only happen once, and unexpectedly at
that! I've found that the longer I've been a home
owner, the greater the likelihood that I already have
the tools and materials on hand to complete a job. A
series of jobs has prepared my toolbox for another job
I didn’t expect.

Did you realize that the Bible works the same way?
Just look at all the “functions” that the “tool” of God’s
Word can serve. Paul tells us that it is “useful for
teaching, rebuking, correcting and training in right-
eousness”. Even if you don’t know what the next dis-
aster is, or when it will strike your life, you can con-
tinue to stock your toolbox with every facet of God’s
Word. When death strikes close to you, you don’t
have to go running up and down the aisles, wonder-
ing what tool you need. Because you know that even
death cannot separate you from the love of Christ.
When lack of sleep, lack of time, and lack of support
leaves you depressed or hopeless, you will remember
that God has “given you new birth into a living
hope...into an inheritance that can never perish, spoil
of fade.”

Even if you don’t know what troubles might come,
you can still be prepared, not because you can wisely
see what is coming, but because God thoroughly
equips you for every good work. He empowers. He
enables. And when you are in need, he supplies.

May we never stop filling our toolboxes with his
powerful Word!
