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CONSTITUTION
ARTICLE I – Name

The name of this Society shall be: THE WISCONSIN SOCIETY OF ELECTRONEURODIAGNOSTIC TECHNOLOGISTS (hereinafter referred to as “WiSET”

ARTICLE II – Purpose

The purpose of this Society, a non-profit organization, shall be to advance the science of Electroneurodiagnostics by the education of the individual technologist through mutual exchange of ideas.

ARTICLE IV – Meetings

1. The meetings of this Society shall be held annually.

2. The president may, with the consent of the other officers call special meetings.
ARTICLE V – Officers

The officers of this Society shall be President, President-Elect, Secretary, and Treasurer.  The immediate past President shall act as Official Advisor to the Society.  
ARTICLE VI – Amendments

This Constitution may be amended at either the annual meeting by a two-thirds vote of the Active Members whether in attendance, or by absentee ballots.  The amendment must be submitted in writing to the President at least two months prior to the meeting, and written notice of said amendment sent by the Secretary to each Active member at least one month prior to the meeting.  Absentee ballots must be requested from the Secretary and returned to her no later than one week prior to the meeting.  
BY-LAWS

ARTICLE I – Dues

The annual dues shall be fixed by the active members at the annual meeting in the amount approved by a simple majority vote in attendance.  Annual dues shall be due by the end of the calendar year for the upcoming year.  
ARITICLE II – Conduct of Meetings

Rules of procedure shall be “Roberts Rules of Order, Revised”, unless otherwise stated in the Constitution and By-Laws.  
ARTICLE III – Membership

Active Membership shall be open to all technologists actively engaged in Electroneurodiagnostics in the State of Wisconsin.  

ARTICLE IV – Meetings

1. There shall be one annual meeting of the Society each year, in as much as possible, in the autumn.  The exact date and place shall be sent to all members at least two months prior to the meeting.  
2. Special meetings may be called with one month advance notice sent to all members of the Society.
3. Regular meetings of the Society shall consist of, at a minimum, a scientific session and a business meeting.

4. A quorum for the transaction of business shall consist of one-twentieth of the Active members of the Society unless otherwise stated in the Constitution and By-Laws.  
ARTICLE V – Duties of Officers

1. It shall be the duty of the President to preside at all meetings of the Society, and perform all the duties and functions that are consistent with his/her individual office.  He/She shall appoint all chairpersons and appoint members to fill vacancies in committees and offices.  He/She may represent the Society at other meetings and conventions or delegate this to another Active member. 

2. It shall be the duty of the President-Elect to assume the responsibilities of the President in the event of the latter’s absence.  He/She shall also perform any special duties delegated by the President.  

3. It shall be the duty of the Secretary to keep an accurate and permanent record of all meetings and functions of this Society.  He/She shall perform all other duties that are consistent with his/her individual office.  All records are private property of the Society.   

4. It shall be the duty of the Treasurer to receive and pay out the funds for the Society and make full financial report at each annual meeting.  He/She shall perform all other duties that are consistent with his/her individual office.  All records are private property of the Society.  
ARTICLE VI – Committees

1. All committee chairpersons, after being appointed by the President, shall select a minimum of two active members to serve with him/her.  The chairperson’s selection of the committee members shall have the approval of the President.  

2. The Nomination Committee Members must be from various locations in the state.  It shall be the duty of the committee to prepare the slates of the candidates for the election of officers held every two years.  There shall be no more than two nominees for each office.  The committee must have the approval of the nominee and the slate of candidates shall be sent by the secretary to each active member one month prior to election.  Officers shall be elected by a majority vote of active members (this would include any absentee ballots submitted).  In case of a tie the active members present at the meeting would re-vote.  

3. The Auditing Committee shall consist of tow active members who shall be informed for their duty at least one month prior to annual meeting.  The members will check the books at the time of the annual meeting.  

4. The program Committee shall consist of the President of the Society and such additional members as maybe necessary.  It shall be the duty of this committee to plan the agenda, as well as the exact date and place of the meetings of this society.  

5. Special Committees shall be formed as deemed necessary by the President. 
ARITICLE VII – Amendments
