Troubleshooting for Links
Check that all elements of the anchor tag are correct.  Be sure that all of the elements have been added.  It is easy to forget to key an anchor end tag.

Make sure that a linked resource has not changed locations or been removed.  The URL for an external link might have changed or been removed, so you should verify the link when troubleshooting.  A relative link might fail if you have moved or changed the target file on your computer.

Verify that you have keyed the correct file extension.  Keying a .gif extension for a JPEG image will cause the link to fail.  Be sure that you key the correct file extension.
Check to see that there are no missing or incorrect spaces.  Adding a space that is not called for, or omitting a space that is, will cause link to fail.  For example, keying mail to: instead of mailto:  will cause an e-mail link to fail.
Look for typographical errors.  It is easy to key .hmtl instead of .html, so check your spelling carefully.

Be sure that you did not inadvertently include any text tags inside the anchor tag.  Any tags or attributes that do not belong inside an anchor tag can cause a link to fail.

Make sure that the path to the linked resource is correct.  A proper understanding of how paths work is necessary to create correct link paths.  Verify that the path you keyed is the correct path.
Use the correct case when entering a path.  Keying “Image.gif” instead of “image.gif” for a file named “image.gif” can cause a missing graphic.  Be sure to check for the correct case in any code you enter.
Do not forget to click “Refresh” after making any changes.  This is a simple requirement that is often forgotten.  You must refresh your browser to see the results of any changes you have made to the code.
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
