Dear Mr. Cates, 






Thank you for your letter of 10.06.2003.

I am sure that you, the Court, et. al, are quite aware of my wish to put an end as soon as possible to the suffering of my children in the illegal custody of their mother, hence my efforts in seeking as soon as possible a legal Order with the appropriate jurisdiction to proceed so that this case would not be further, unreasonably, and illegally (and more importantly detrimentally to my children) extended ad infinitum for inappropriate ulterior-motives.
Furthermore, quite inexplicably, the Court has attempted to thwart my efforts (Request For Admission) in seeking clarification (for the benefit of the Court) from the Petitioner/Mother about her stated, and recorded, refusal to discuss custody in mediation (or elsewhere). The Petitioner’s response, delayed by the Court, to the Request would have expedited matters immensely, as, indeed, custody is by far the most significant issue of this case.
Therefore, one may further suspect the underlying motives for such an illegal Mediation Order and subsequent attempts in illegally forcing it.

I have been, and continue to be, in compliance with the relevant legal and valid Court Orders, and should very much like to proceed at the earliest opportunity without participating in the violations of the appropriate laws and Constitutions of IN and the U.S. . 
However, as it may be seen (a copy was also enclosed to you) from my filing of the Verified Motion of 10.05.2003, the Mediation and Counseling Order of 02.21.2003, as it stands, violates the IN Codes and the U.S. Constitution and is void ab initio.
Furthermore, the dates suggested for potential mediation meeting are too far into the future (past the beginning of November!) and I’d seek dates well before those suggested.
It should be emphasized that I’d be ready and available, and like to proceed with this case as soon as possible in a legal, genuine and unbiased process under the aegis of a Court with appropriate jurisdiction and an unbiased mediator.
