Dear Mr. Walker, 







 Contrary to your and your client’s pervasive misrepresentations to the Court, it will be shown that your client, the Petitioner/Mother, has, on a number of occasions since the Mediation Order of 02.21.2003 by Judge Cook, indicated her refusal, in no uncertain terms, to discuss custody (the whole point of the current case) either in or out of mediation.

The Respondent/Father will offer, in the appropriate custody hearing, further evidence (including tape recorded conversation) of such refusal by your client.
A more recent offer (see enclosed attachment) by the Respondent/Father to discuss custody was, once again, rejected by your client as recently as 09.22.2003.

Indeed, one of the purposes of the Request For Admissions dated 09.16.2003 was, in addition to expediting this process (over a year ongoing to the detriment of the children) in accordance with the IN Trial Rules, to clarify your client’s position to the Court, as well as showing how she and her husband have been manipulating events and the minor children, abusing the latter and contributing to their plight and suffering (while in the mother’s custody), the paramount issue that most parties in this case seem to have conveniently been ignoring due to their various self-interests. The longer that this process is drawn out, the more hurt and suffering will be inflicted upon the minor children the responsibility for which is quite clearly identifiable.  
In fact, misrepresentation and lack of good faith in this matter by both you and your client, as well as others, have rendered the process meaningless, a waste of time and futile, making a mockery of the judicial process  while turning it into a mere tool for disinformation. 

I am willing, as I have been, to participate in Mediation  (in spite of the discriminatory conduct of the mediator against the Respondent/Father- see Respondent’s Motions and communications to the Court, to yourself, to the counselor, Mary Roemer,  and to the mediator, David Cates, dated 06.27.2003, 06.26.2003,  06.16.2003, 06.15.2003, 06.12.2003, 06.12.2003, 06.12.2003, 06.12.2003, 05.08.2003, 05.08.2003, 05.07.2003, 05.01.2003, 04.28.2003, 03.17.2003, …) to include all matters pertaining to the custody in accordance with the Court Order.
Therefore, in order to clarify to the Court your client’s position vis-à-vis custody issues, I am requesting that you confirm to me in writing (also my fax number is 724- 741 0778) before 04:00 p.m. Indiana time on Friday 10.03.2003, that your client is indeed willing to comply with the Court Order and discuss in good faith all matters pertaining to custody. 

If I receive such an assurance before the above deadline, I would not have objection to your Request For Extension of the deadline (to your requested date of November 01, 2003) to respond to my Request For Admissions.
However, failure by you to provide such assurance before the said deadline of 10.03.2003, will be an indication, for the Court too to see, as it has been continually asserted (proof available), that your client is not serious about mediation and that both of you, as well as others in this case, have been manipulating the proceedings (indeed, since February 2003, one could be forgiven for thinking that you, and not the mediator, has been conducting the mediation proceedings—evidence available). In such an event, I invite you to join me to return to Court and litigate this matter and ask for a full hearing of the case as soon as possible in order to minimize the suffering of the minor children while in your client’s custody, as well as to put an end to the abuse of the judicial process.
