Dear Mr. Sommer,







In my communications with Ms. Kappel, Ms. Coates and yourself today, I was informed that the case is being transferred to St. Joseph county Child Protection Services (CPS) which will be compiling the final report on this case. You confirmed that this transfer is due to the presence of individual(s) working in your organization who are associated with the Petitioner/Mother and / or her party in this custody case. This further, and more seriously, raises the question of the severity with which this case and investigation are tainted, as well as the strong likelihood of conspiracy amongst various individuals and / or organizations involved in this case. One needs only look into the current and past conducts of some of those involved in this legal case.
This further supports my assertions, since last year when I first reported the multiple self-mutilations of the elder minor child (while in the custody of the Petitioner/Mother and the latter’s cover up of the events), about the conduct of the Elkhart Child Protection Services (CPS). 
In those (recorded) communications I even offered to provide photographic proof of the self-mutilations which continued for over a year with the knowledge of the Court and the Elkhart CPS, yet my reports were met with hostility and inaction, to say the least.
Therefore, I found it very disturbing when you stated that the St. Joseph CPS will be continuing and working on the basis of the current (tainted) investigation / report hitherto carried out by the Elkhart CPS, as opposed to launching a fresh, untainted and independent investigation. 
However, the course of events do show that, far from being serious and genuine, this so called investigation is an exercise in providing legal cover for various characters in this legal case. The use of the current investigation by St. Joseph CPS would simply have the effect, while covering up, of producing the same, tainted and suspect report by the Elkhart CPS with the St. Joseph label on it. This further reinforces the view (re: my letter to Marshall Circuit Court- April 08, 2003, about Mr. Spangler’s communications) that any report produced, or investigation conducted by Elkhart agencies has no integrity and can not be taken seriously.
 The flaw in this investigation, and hence in the integrity of its (interim ?) conclusion, and other potential misdeeds, are further indicated by the process it has followed. It appears that the investigation into this case took greater note of the (Petitioner/Mother’s) house being clean than it did of the cuts and scars on the minor child, or the children’s states of mind, for that matter! 

Also, the Petitioner/Mother’s house was visited and the minor children were interviewed (once)  before the Elkhart CPS even spoke, as an after-thought (?), with the Respondent/Father to gather facts of the case. 
Furthermore, this investigation seems to conveniently ignore the most basic psychology tenet that children hardly ever dare “tell” of abuse (psychological,…) on the parent in whose custody they are forced to live for the fear of reprisal and deprivation of privileges and or bribes, especially if that parent (and her husband, in this case) inflicts Parental Alienation Syndrome upon the children.
Therefore, for the above reasons, and in accordance with the Indiana Codes: 31-39-2-7, 31-39-2-3(a), 31-33-18-2(1, 5, 6, 8) and 31-33-18-4(b), and being the natural parent of the said minor children, I am requesting that your office / Elkhart CPS provide to me, as soon as possible sometime in this month of May, the following:


1.   the complete details and / or report(s) of the investigation(s) into this case by the Elkhart CPS,   
      Family and Social Services Administration and any other relevant agency. 
      Even if the investigation is not deemed complete, I am requesting a report containing all the  
      details and information and conclusion(s)  (interim or otherwise) and decisions up-to-date 
      (right up to, and including, the day of the transfer to St. Joseph county). 

      There should be a demarcation between the part carried out by the Elkhart agencies and that 
       to be carried out by the St. Joseph agency.

2.    The information and details of the events and process leading up to the decision to transfer 
       the case to St. Joseph county.

3.    The name(s) of the person(s) involved who were deemed to be associated with the 
        Petitioner/Mother’s party, hence prompting the transfer. 
        The reason for requesting this information is partly the strong possibility that that (those) 
        person(s) may have affected other aspects, in addition to potential conspiracy, in this legal 
        case.


The provision of the above reports / details and information would also be beneficial in creating a degree of transparency so lacking thus far in this case.

Furthermore, although not opposed to the case transfer to St. Joseph, I believe, if its findings and conclusion(s) are to be given any weight, a whole new investigation by St. Joseph CPS would have to be initiated. A mere continuation of the Elkhart investigation / report would be viewed as a mere cover up.
