Dear Judge Reed,








Following his (faxed and mailed) letter of 09.28.2003 to the opposing counsel (copies of which were filed with the Court at the time, and also enclosed here), the Respondent/Father has received no response to it from the said counsel despite the counsel being aware of the contents of the letter in good time.
In accordance with the provisions of the letter, the absence of response to it further confirms the Respondent’s continual assertions that the Petitioner/Mother has no intention of discussing custody (the main subject of this litigation) in mediation or anywhere else. This casts further doubt upon the appropriateness of proceeding with mediation. Indeed, it is tantamount to a spent and inconclusive mediation proceeding that would and should be referred to the Court for resolution.  
By now, it is abundantly clear that the only way this case will be resolved promptly and with minimum adverse effect on the minor children, and the Court’s time, is through a timely Court hearing of the case. 
Therefore, in view of the Petitioner’s disposition on this matter, the Respondent/Father hopes and requests that the Court take appropriate action to constitute such a hearing.
