The Respondent/Father hereby requests, pursuant to TR 36, Indiana Rules of Procedures, that, you, Alison Gratzol, of 26795 Bridgewater Court, Elkhart, IN 46514, produce response to and admit to the following:

1- That, since the 02.21.2003 when the Mediation and Counseling Order was issued by the Court, in at least one telephone conversation you made your views concerning mediation known that you would NOT discuss, and you were NOT interested in discussing custody in mediation. 


2- That, you previously (even before 2003) rejected the Respondent/Father’s suggestions of discussion outside the Court venue with regards to custody of the children.


3- That, you have rejected offers [telephonic and email] of discussion on custody made to you by the Respondent/Father as early as in 2001.  


4- That, following the elder minor child cutting herself (self-mutilating) in March 2003, you failed to produce her for monthly weekend and holiday (spring break) visitations with her father in view of the fact that the said visitations were in accordance with the relevant Court Orders and Indiana Parenting Time Guidelines.  


5- That, in failing as such (4 above), you violated the said Court Orders and Guidelines concerning the paternal visitations.

6- That, you have committed violations (e.g. 4 above) of the Court Orders with respect to the father’s parenting time on multiple occasions in 2003 alone. 


7- That, you have failed to produce the elder minor child for Court Ordered visitation (monthly weekend, holiday break, …) with her father on a number of occasions.


8- That, the your latest failure to produce the elder minor child for paternal visitation was on the weekend of 09.12.2003 – 09.14.2003.

9- That, at least since January 2002 (when the father first became aware of it), the elder minor child has cut herself (self-mutilated) on multiple occasions while in your (mother’s) custody.


10- That, despite the father’s repeated requests [email, etc], you refused to allow even a short (about an hour) visitation (although they had not seen each other for a long time) between the minor children and their father on 01.24.2002 (the day before the Court custody hearing).


11- That, you consented to a visitation between the father and the minor children in the afternoon of 01.25.2002, after the Court custody hearing. 


12- That, the elder minor child cut herself (self-mutilated) in late March 2003.


13- That, you failed to produce the said elder minor child for monthly weekend and spring break visitations with her father in April 2003.


14- That, the Respondent/Father has, at least on one occasion, urged you to seek, for the elder minor child, expert treatment by a qualified unbiased psychologist. 


15- That, you have failed to provide for the elder minor child treatment (vis-à-vis cutting / self-mutilation) by a qualified unbiased psychologist.

16- That, incorporated into the child support (in accordance with the Court Order) that the Respondent/Father pays for the minor children is included allowance for medical and similar expenses for the treatment of the children.

17- That, there were occasions (since July 2001) on which either of the minor children, while in your custody, cut herself (self-mutilation) or committed deliberate self-damaging act that you did not inform the Respondent/Father of.

18- That, you have acted to alienate the minor children from their father.

19- That, you have manipulated events and the minor children in order that the children would get a negative view of their father.


20- That, you have acted to compromise and / or endanger the physical safety and well-being of the minor children.  


21- That, you have acted to compromise and / or limit the minor children’s educational prospects and opportunities.
Your response is to be delivered to the undersigned Respondent/Father Pro Se to the address below on or before Monday October 20, 2003, 05:00 p.m. at the latest.
This Request for Admission is made in accordance with TR 36, Indiana Rules of Procedure. 

The matter (items above) is admitted unless, not more than thirty days (30) after the service of this request or at the latest by October 20, 2003, you serve a written and signed response answering to each and all of the above items or your objection addressing the matter. 
If objection is made, the reasons therefor shall be stated. If objection is made to part of an item or category, the part shall be specified with its respective reason(s), and the rest of the item answered.

The answer (to each item) shall specifically admit, deny the matter or set forth in detail the reasons why you cannot truthfully admit or deny the matter. 
Your failure to cooperate in this Request will result in further legal action in accordance with the TR Rule 37, and any and all other relevant Rules.
