This is transposed down ½ step as the song appears to be played with a capo on the first fret.  Playing the open chords will be a lot easier.
The trick to this entire song is that the D on the B-string and the open high E-string are played on almost all chords.  That gives you the weird looking chords above.

Most of the “C” chords in this song are played as “Cadd9” – which is a C chord with a D on the B-string.  The “Dsus2” is a D chord with the open high E-string.  The “Em7” is an Em with an added D on the B-string.  What this means is that your pinky stays on that D note the entire time.
However, for the Chorus parts, I think it sounds better to just play the true C chords – instead of the Cadd9.

Slide - Goo Goo Dolls

Below are the three main chords for the song.  They are simple variations on Em, D, and C – but notice: the B-string and E-strings are all the same.  Keep the high E open and keep your pinky on the 3rd fret of the B-string.  Then all you are doing is moving around a few fingers on the A-, D-, and G-strings.  Your index finger is only needed for the Em7.
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For the true “Slide” Chorus, the Cadd9 can be used as well, alternating with an open G – especially for an acoustic or a phased guitar.  However, I believe the distorted electric guitar is just playing bar-C chord at the 3rd fret, alternating with a bar-G on the 3rd fret.  Using a true C chord here gives it more of an edge.

The “why don’t you” part can be a bar-D at the 5th fret for the electric, or a Dsus2 for acoustic.  Hence, it is written D(sus2).

The “D...” part is another one of these sections where they are really playing a series of variations of suspended D chords: Dsus4 – D – Dsus2 – D (like so many other bands do).  The key part is not exactly how you do this, but that the two guitars are playing the essentially same thing at the same time.
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The only other strange chord they toss at us is the “Ah, May” Bridge section at “what you are”.  There are two ways to play it that sound acceptable.  Clearly the bass needs to play a B-note – and that is what matters most in this part.  The guitars can play one of two things – whatever is easiest and as long as we are consistent.  

I think the easiest is just to stick a G chord in there – especially if you are playing the Cadd9 just before it and after it.  Keep your pinky on the B-string D and don’t hit the high E-string.  A stranger method would be to just let the Bass play the low B and have the guitars play a simple D-chord on the highest four strings.  That gives us Bm7.  Either of these methods played quickly enough will work fine.
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
