McAuley to be New PHF President
When we began looking for someone to take the reins of leadership for the Presbyterian Healthcare Foundation (PHF), we had to search for someone who really understands the ways the THR family contributes to efforts that positively impact the more than six million residents of our North Texas service area. Fortunately, we didn’t have to look far – the ideal candidate for the position was right down the hall. 
Jay McAuley, who has served as vice president-Philanthropic Strategy and Special Initiatives for PHF since January of 2004, has been named the incoming PHF president. Jay will assume that role on Oct. 1, following the retirement of current President Ben Casey at the end of September.

That success on the football field shouldn’t surprise any fans of the Texas Tech University (TTU) Red Raiders, who may remember Jay as a four-year letterman (he was an offensive lineman) for Coach Jerry Moore at TTU. While at Texas Tech, Jay earned a Bachelor of Science degree in Petroleum Engineering; later, he received his Master’s of Business Administration (MBA) from Southern Methodist University here in the Metroplex. 
Jay has been married to his wife Jennifer for 21 years – they tied the knot on Valentine’s Day, 1987 – and the two have one son, 19-year-old Jake, born at Presbyterian Hospital of Dallas, who graduated this spring from St. Mark’s, just like dad. Jennifer is the chief operating officer (COO) for Residential Strategies in Dallas.
In the spirit of THR’s “Be Healthy” culture, Jay says of Jennifer and himself, “We run or walk about two miles a day, six days a week, seven if we can work it in.” Jake, who was on the swim team at St. Mark’s, also runs. When not “on the run,” Jay enjoys bow hunting, fishing and playing golf.
Jay is a Certified Fund Raising Executive (CFRE) and has been active in a variety of organizations, including the Cotton Bowl Athletic Association Board of Directors and the Boy Scouts of America Circle 10 Council Board; the family belongs to the Highland Park United Methodist Church. In recent years, in order to (as Jay put it) “scratch the football itch,” he has served as a volunteer high school football coach at both Bishop Lynch High School and Parish Episcopal School in Dallas.
