THR Offers New Supply Chain Services
Texas Health Resources’ (THR’s) Supply Chain Management department has announced new and improved services for all THR entities.  Beginning immediately, the following services are available through the THR warehouse located in Fort Worth: 
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Pickup and Delivery
Between the hours of 8:00 AM and 4:00 PM, Supply Chain Management will provide a pickup and delivery service of large items such as furniture and equipment between entities. The service will be dock-to-dock and arrangements must be made in advance by calling the number below. Charges for this service: the manpower cost and mileage fee is internally transferred to your cost center.   

Surplus Inventory Management System (SIMS)
Equipment no longer in use at a facility can be picked up and transported to the warehouse for dispersal. Typically, equipment or furniture no longer in use has no “book value” – please consult THR’s Asset Transfer, Disposal, and Sale Policy on MyTHRConnection for details. 

There are three categories for this type of equipment:
1. Equipment or furniture available for transfer between THR entities
Equipment or furniture that is in good working order will be loaded into the SIMS database and visible in the online inventory. Please follow the online instructions regarding how to have this equipment moved to your facility. Charges for this service: the manpower cost and mileage fee is internally transferred to your cost center.
2. Medical equipment available for auction
After a reasonable period of time (usually six months), medical equipment that has not been transferred to another entity through the SIMS database will be sent to auction. THR utilizes Auctionmart.com to sell equipment of this nature.
3. Junk
Items past their useful life and clearly unusable should be discarded, per THR’s Asset Transfer, Disposal, and Sale Policy.  Anyone unsure of this status can contact the THR Warehouse at the number below for advice.  If an item falls into the “junk” category, it should be discarded at the facility and not transferred to the warehouse. 

Records Management
There are currently thousands of records in storage at the THR Warehouse.  These records are purged periodically according to the THR Records Retention Policy, available on the THR Intranet, search for “Records Retention.”
