Goldberg named Neurology Chair

Mark Goldberg, MD was named Chair of Neurology at UT Southwestern in July. Dr. Goldberg was the founding director of the Hope Center for Neurological Disorders at the Washington University School of Medicine in St. Louis,, an initiative promoting research on brain diseases of children and adults. “UT Southwestern has long been a pioneering institution for brain science,” says Dr. Goldberg, who adds, “We have the opportunity to develop collaborative research initiatives that move these advances to patient care.”

Dr. Goldberg received his bachelor’s degree from Harvard University and his medical degree from Columbia University College of Physicians and Surgeons, where he later served a residency in Internal Medicine. He also served a residency in Neurology, then two postdoctoral research fellowships at Stanford University Hospital. Dr. Goldberg, who is certified by the American Board of Psychiatry and Neurology, was twice named Clinical Teacher of the Year Award at Washington University and has also served as President of the Great St. Louis Division of the American Heart Association.
“Dr. Goldberg brings considerable skills to UT Southwestern to focus on the continual development of multidisciplinary programs in neurology and neurosciences,” said Dr. J. Gregory Fitz, Dean of the Medical School, Provost and Executive Vice President for Academic Affairs at UT Southwestern.
