Don’t let implants deter annual mammograms

This year, nearly 200,000 American women will be diagnosed with breast cancer,

and the disease will kill more than 40,000 women in the U.S in 2010. However,

with early detection, nearly 90 percent of those diagnosed will live at least five

years.

One key to early detection is getting an annual mammogram. While there is no such thing as a “good excuse” to avoid that annual exam, one common avoidance excuse can be completely dismissed.

“Having breast implants should never deter any woman from having an annual mammogram,” said Phil Evans, M.D., UT Southwestern’s Associate Vice President – Imaging Services.

“Although mammograms can be more difficult for women who have breast implants,” said Dr. Evans, “women with implants should not avoid this potentially life-saving test.”
