St. John’s School ?

The current enrollment of our school is 97.

The family of Tim and Lynn Rea has had a child in our school since Stephanie began in 1984 – an active streak of 23 years... and counting.  Patrick is now in 8th grade, but Bridget is only in grade 5.  

From Mr. Wilson’s first class of 15 back in 1978, three of those students now have children in our school:  

· Kirk Kratzer – Garrett  (pre-K)

· Natalie (Aungst) Smith – Dustin (3rd) & Jillian (pre-K)

· Rhonda (Hord) Adams – Tyler (8th), Dylan (5th), & Alyson (1st)

In September of 1949, our school opened with 14 students in 1st grade.  Each year afterwards, one grade was added until it reached grade 8.

On August 29, 1955, the school began classes in this building.  At that point, the school included grades 1 – 7.

On April 26, 1962, the gymnasiun/auditorium and cafeteria were dedicated.  In December, 1964, the gym was converted to our parish church because the original church was no longer adequate.  In December, 1996, the gym returned to its intended use since our new worship space was built.

This year’s largest class is grade 3 with 15 students.
