when he migrated all We Energies SAS processing from the mainframe and Windows desktops to a single Unix SAS
server.

For SAS programmers who are novices, old-timers, or in between, this is an experience-based presentation of the most
common problems posed to SAS Technical Support, and the solutions provided. If you have not already encountered or
needed these, it might be only a matter of time.

Kirk's Ten Best PROC SQL Tips and Techniques

The SQL Procedure contains many powerful and elegant language features for experienced SQL users. This tutorial
introduces SQL topics that will help users unlock many hidden features, options, and other hard-to-find gems in the SQL
universe. Topics include: conditional logic scenarios using case expressions; technigues on implementing table integrity
constraints; an in-depth analysis of indexes and their uses; complex queries with join and set operators; integrating
DICTIONARY tables with the macro language; and performance tuning techniques to improve query processing.

Getting your data out of Excel and into SAS: pitfalls, tips, and tricks
Debbie Skinner, Assurant Health

SAS can read data from Excel workbooks and create SAS data from them. However, there are a number of problems to
be solved when reading Excel files so that the data arrives in SAS the way you expect it to. Some of the pitfalls that will
be discussed in this presentation include: Mixed data types with character and number in the same Excel column, Date
handling, Column headers/names and what happens when they don't exist, Variable length character data, Sheet names,
Collecting data from only a range of cells in a worksheet, Missing data, and Formats. This presentation will primarily
use SAS PROC IMPORT for demonstration purposes, but will touch on some of the other methods that could be used.



Debbie Skinner is a Senior Software Engineer for Assurant Health in Milwaukee. She has been using SAS for over 20
years.

Map and Special Driving Directions (Agenda on Reverse Side of Page)

The Woman's Club of Wisconsin is located at 813 East Kilbourn Avenue, at the intersection of Kilbourn and
North Cass Street. The Club entrance has a discreet marquee, and two steps to the outside doors with more steps
inside from the foyer to the main floor. (Handicapped entry is also available.) The Club parking lot (guests pay
no fee) is one block South, at the intersection of East Wells Street and North Cass Street. The Marquette
Interchange, the main freeway “intersection” in downtown Milwaukee, is still undergoing reconstruction. We
have new revised temporary driving directions for 2008. See also the comment at the bottom of this page.

FROM SOUTH: The connection between 1-94 from the South and 1-794 is closed. Use Exit 1D for Plankinton
Avenue. If you stay in the right-hand lane, you should not miss the exit. At the end of the exit, you will be
headed north on Plankinton. Cross Clybourn Street, Michigan Street, Wisconsin Avenue, and turn right at Wells
Street to drive East approx. 0.6 miles. Wells Street takes you to the parking lot.

FROM NORTH: There is no ramp at this time between 1-43 from the North and 1-794. Use Exit 72E for
Highland Avenue/11th Street. At the top of the ramp, you will be at Highland. Cross Highland Avenue and
State Street. Turn left at Wells Street, and drive East approx. 1.3 miles. Wells Street takes you to the parking lot.

FROM WEST: From 1-94, take left exit 310C for I-794 East. Stay in the left lane to take exit 1E for Jackson
Street/Van Buren Street. Stay to the left to follow Van Buren Street North. At the ramp exit is an intersection
with East Clybourn Street, where there is a traffic light. Proceed straight through the intersection to cross
Clybourn Street. There are also traffic lights at the next streets that you must cross: Michigan, Wisconsin, and
Mason. Turn right at Wells Street, the next intersection. Wells Street takes you to the parking lot.
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There might be changes due to the interchange reconstruction project. Every registrant who provides an
email address will receive email on June 19 with our latest knowledge of best routes to the Club. There
might be no changes. All attendees will get directions on-site for the best routes back to the freeway.
